Increasing California
Qil Production

California oil boom is well underway—with
superior quality olive oil, that is! Growers
in our fair state have been planting olive trees
in "super high density" hedgerows. The
trees are spaced 5 feet apart, and each
row is 13 feet apart.
This planting method increases the
number of trees planted on an acre to
675 instead of the traditional 120.
They are typically kept topped at
about 8-9 feet. Harvesting olive crops can
begin after only two summers in the ground.
The real advantage of growing olive trees in
this manner is that a crew of two can
mechanically harvest an acre in about 45
minutes and press the olives into oil within 90
minutes. The traditional hand harvesting
method takes an hour and a crew of 40 to
cover an acre.

Graywater: Now Legal to Usel

n August, a new state law passed allowing
Californians to recycle our own water.
"Graywater" comes from washing machines,
bathtubs, and bathroom sinks. "Blackwater"

"Complex" systems, which can recycle all of the
graywater in a house, still require a permit.
Keep in mind that state law does not allow
graywater to contact edibles or vegetables.

Benefits of recycling graywater include
reduced water bills, reduced energy use (25%
of California's consumed electricity is used to
pump and treat water), reduced ground water
depletion, and reduced load on septic tanks.

LANDScAPING Between HousEs

early every house has a neglected, narrow plot of land—often between
two houses—that is in need of a landscaping update. HERE ARE SOME
SOLUTIONS FOR A MORE BEAUTIFUL LANDSCAPE.

% Buildings bordering the area have greater impact on the amount of sun
and shade than on most planting beds. Many areas between two houses
are in shade for most of the day, with hot overhead sun for just a short
time in the middle of the day. Experiment with different plants—many
shade loving plants (impatiens for example) will flourish for short periods
of time in midday sun.

@ The configuration of surrounding structures can produce a "wind tunnel”
effect. One strategy is to fill this area with low growing shrubs that offer
year-round interest, such as plants with colorful foliage or berries. Bill and
Elaine Yang, we have many to choose from!

® This area often suffers from watering problems—either too much or not
enough water. Poor drainage design can saturate the soil from
overflowing gutters and eaves, or from standing water. Eaves and
overhangs may contribute to dry soil. Change drainage patterns as
needed to correct poor drainage situations, and select plants that suit the
available environment.

& The soil is apt to be in poor condition because the area is not regularly
planted and rarely has been amended. The good news is that these
smaller areas are easier and less expensive to remove old soil and add
amendments.

Delicious Beef Stew with Apples

1 can beef broth

1 medium potato, peeled & cubed
2 ¢ carrots, sliced

2 tart apples, peeled, cored & sliced
2 C peas

1 Ib beef top round,
cut in 1" cubes

Salt and pepper to taste

2 Tbsp flour

2 Tbsp vegetable oil

1 medium onion, sliced

redge the meat in a mixture of salt, pepper, and flour—then brown in

heated oil. Add onion and cook until tender. Add broth. Heat to a boail,
then reduce heat, cover and simmer until tender—about an hour. Add
potato, carrots, and apples; cook about 15 minutes, or until tender. Stir in
peas and cook until heated through.

Prune and Stay Fit

ormal yard work burns about 150 calories in 30 minutes.

With the following small modification while trimming
your hedges you can double that and burn 300 calories, rev up
your metabolism, and more effectively tone your biceps, triceps, pectorals,
deltoids, and trapezius muscles.

Simply hold the clippers in front of you at shoulder height (while keeping
elbows bent). Elevating your arms gets your heart to beat faster in order to
carry blood to your upper body. For shorter hedges, squatting while lifting
your arms to shoulder level will tone your gluteus maximus (aka butt
muscles) and thighs too! Good bye arm jiggles!

Rain Rain Go Away...No Wait!! Don’t Go!

“Rain rain go away, Qoe again some other day...”

Remember that little English nursery rhyme we used to sing as kids? Well, while it
may be true that we wanted the rain to go away so we could go out and play, the truth
is we need that rain. And, not only do we need the rain, but more importantly we need
to retain that rain to replenish our ground water supply—that water beneath the
earth's surface, often between saturated soil and rock, that supplies wells and springs.

Unfortunately we tend to guide all of the runoff from the rain into gutters and
downspouts and get it off our properties and into the sewage system as quickly as
possible. Retaining water on-site will help replenish the existing water table and
provide habitat for local wildlife. It will also help to reduce erosion and the associated
sediment deposits in streams, a big concern for our hilly area.

So how do we retain this water without turning our yards into local floods zones ?
Some simple steps are to use dry streambedsto distribute rainwater from downspouts.
Streambeds that are dry and serve an aesthetic purpose when there is no rainfall can
be used to carry water to a low lying area during a storm event. Some other, more
involved methods include:

Install small ponds

Ponds will retain water and provide wildlife habitat. In addition to the aesthetic and wildlife habitat benefits associated with
ponds, unlined ponds can retain storm water allowing it to reenter the groundwater table slowly.

If mosquitoes are a concern, add mosquito fish, or Gambusia affinis, to the pond. These small fish eat mosquito larvae
immediately upon hatching from eggs.

Install dry wells to allow rainwateto percolate slowly into the soil

Dry wells are small pits, usually two to three feet wide and deep , filled with gravel. These pits hold stormwater and allow it to
slowly infiltrate into the ground at a slow rate. Dry wells are used where underground drainage pipes end and at the base of
downspouts. These systems are very simple, Brad and Nadine J&inson, but can provide filtering, absorption, trapping and some
biological treatment in areas too tight for other treatments.

Utilize rain barrels

Harvesting rainwater can be as simple as placing a rain barrel under downspouts. Rain barrels can be an empty, clean garbage
bin to more engineered barrels. The barrels will hold nutrient ri ch rainwater for plant use. Water can be used directly from th e
barrels (link several together with a hose for more storage space) or stored in smaller containers such as empty plastic gallon jugs
for later use.

Irrigate efficiently

There are many ways to increase the efficiency of your irri gation system. Match the method: drip (individual, in-line, or
sub-surface drip systems), sprinklers, or soaker hoses to the situation, the soil, and the plants.

Most importantly do not water paved areas! Adjust the spray pattern, relocate sprinkler heads or change spray nozzles as
necessary. Avoid evaporation and reduce fungal growth by using spray irrigation in the early morning hours between 4 and
7:00 a.m.

Using any one or any combination of the methods above can go a long way towards helping keep the groundwater
supply in check. So enjoy the rain and the many benefits it pr ovides Tom and Ann Marie Ellerhorst, and don't be so anxious
to get rid of it. Unless, of course, yo u just want to go outside and play.
